PER-RAMBULATIONS GO TO TOWN

On Sunday 16th May Per-Rambulations set off for London town for our first venture out of the countryside and
to walk through concrete and glass on hard pavements whilst battling with the hordes of tourists of our capital
city.

Waterloo Bridge took us to the backdoor of Somerset House where we had our first
rest amongst the fountains in the square. Then it was out into the Strand and the Royal Courts of Justice before
cutting through to the Temple Church and the Inns of Court. Fleet Street next and Ludgate Circus, before gently
ascending to St Paul's Cathedral. Our next Thames crossing came in the form of the Millennium Bridge, with not
a bounce in sight, to the Globe Theatre and along the Thames Path to the Golden Hinde and Southwark
Cathedral.

Time for another break and a drink, taken in the famous George pub at Southwark, before crossing London
Bridge to the Monument.

Lunch was taken on the riverside walk with views across to HMS Belfast and City Hall after which it was on to the
Tower of London and Tower Bridge.

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SOUTH DOWNS WAY - IN - STAGES 2010
As many of you are aware Per-Rambulations took over the South Downs Way - In
Stages event this year. This followed Vivien’s decision at Festival Walks, brought on by ill health at the time, to
pull out of current walking events. She has since made a good recovery.

The In Stages event takes place over four months and allows for the South Downs Way to be completed in four
weekend stages between April and July.

In April the 2010 event set off from Winchester in sunshine on the first weekend stage to Exton via Cheesefoot
Head, Lomer Farm and Beacon Hill. An early lunch and refreshing drink was taken at the Milbury’s p.h. where
many discovered the famous treadmill for the first time. The next day, bacon sandwiches and coffee were
enjoyed at the Shoe p.h. before we set off over Old Winchester Hill, through the peaceful fishery at Meon Springs
and onto the Sustainability Centre opposite HMS Mercury for a peaceful lunch in the gardens, and where much
use of the cafe there was made. The first weekend finished at Queen Elizabeth Country Park.

The second weekend, a three day walk over the early spring bank holiday brought a mix of fortunes regarding
the weather. On day one we enjoyed good sunshine as we crossed into West Sussex from Hampshire on the
way to Cocking. Day two was not so pleasant and was one of ‘those’ days. It rained and then it rained some
more. Few stopped for lunch preferring instead to walk on to Amberley where the tea rooms and the Bridge pub
eased the damp problems we were all feeling. Day three made up for it and the sun shone once more as we
walked over Amberley Mount and Kithurst Hill to lunch at Washington. In the afternoon we passed Chantonbury
Ring before the descent into Steyning and the completion of the second weekend.

Weekend three, when the temperatures reached the upper 20’s we initially battled against a tide of runners
taking part in the annual SDW relay race as we walked around Steyning Bowl down into the Adur valley. The
walk along the ridge between Truleigh Hill and Devils Dyke in the heat gave one a thirst, something that was
satisfied at the Hotel where the stage finished. The following day was fractionally cooler as the Way took us
down through Saddlescombe Farm and then up past Jack and Jill windmills at Clayton, and along the ridge to
Ditchling Beacon. After lunch it was Plumpton Plain towards Blackcap then a steady descent to the A26 and the
Newmarket Inn to complete another weekend.

As | write there is obviously one more weekend to go, through the Ouse Valley, over to the Cuckmere and
Alfriston and then its just the last stage into Eastbourne and up and over the Seven Sisters. Is there a finer way
to complete a walk?

At Eastbourne an end of walk celebration will be held where well earned Certificates will be awarded to those
completing the full nine days. Teas and coffees with cakes and sandwiches will be served and bar will offer
something a little stronger.

Although fewer walkers took part this year, compared with previous In Stages events, Per-Rambulations will be
organising the event again next year.
